The affiliate is paid in this case only if a visitor is generated from the site of the affiliate. Due to the possibility of non sale visits is costly to website owners and attractive to affiliates.Whether or not you&rsquo;ll approve affiliates manually or automatically, when setting up an affiliate it is important to consider this. The recommended way is that you start the affiliate program with the established customer sites and afterwards progress to new ones.How to pay affiliates a percentage of what you end up receiving from the customers is one of your biggest challenges, if you decide to use your own affiliate system.
